47% are opposed to allowing men who identify as women entry into single-sex spaces for women and girls, with 34% of respondents in support and 16% unsure.

Both women and men are more likely to oppose than to support entry into single-sex spaces. Women more likely than men to be opposed (49% c.f. 44%). More men than women are supportive, as are younger respondents (44% aged 18-39 in favour). Over 40s more likely to oppose than support with 48% aged 40-59 and 54% aged over 60 who are opposed.

Respondents in Wellington and Christchurch are more likely to be supportive than opposed with Auckland split 50/50. Respondents in provincial cities, towns or rural areas are all majority opposed.
